Hannibal crosses the Alps. 
Livy 21. 1, 4, 22, 28, 32, 35-37 

 
Rome fought three bitter wars with the Carthaginians. The most famous of which is 

probably the Second Punic War involving Hannibal and his famous crossing of the 

Alps in 218 BC. (The Carthaginians were descended from Phoenicians, hence, 

Punic.) The Roman historian Titus Livius (Livy) tells the story around 150 years after 

the event, when Hannibal’s name could still instil fear in Romans, so close did they 

believe they had come to defeat. After his epic crossing of the Alps with around 37 

elephants, only one of which survived, Hannibal inflicted several defeats on the 

Romans, culminating in the battle at Cannae in 216 BC. During this campaign, it is 

said that Rome lost one fifth of its entire population of male citizens. There was 

panic in the city. However, Hannibal did not march on Rome; instead, he spent time 

trying to gain the support of Italian cities and the march on Rome did not happen 

until 211 when two heavy rainstorms stopped the fighting. Hannibal later withdrew 

his forces and after various battles in southern Italy, where the Romans were able 

to retrieve their superiority, Hannibal was recalled to North Africa in 203. After failed 

negotiations with the Romans, the Carthaginian forces were defeated by Scipio at 

the battle of Zama in 202. Hannibal spent some time as a magistrate in Carthage 

and then went into voluntary exile in Asia Minor sometime after 195. He died around 

183, possibly of poison after discovering that the castle where he lived was 

surrounded by Roman soldiers.

I can say at the beginning of this part of my work, what many 

historians have stated at the beginning of the whole of theirs, 

that the war I am about to describe was the most memorable 

of all; that is the war which was waged against the Roman 

people when Hannibal was leader of the Carthaginians. For 

neither have any states or peoples who met in battle been 

stronger in resources nor have they been stronger in 

manpower or might, and they were not at all inexpert in the arts 

of war as they had met in the first Punic war, and the varying 

fortunes of war were so doubtful that those who had been in 

danger were those who conquered. They even fought with 

greater hatred than most men, with the Romans being 

indignant at an unprovoked attack by a beaten enemy and with 

the Phoenicians (Carthaginians) believing that they were being 

ruled by an arrogant and avaricious people. To demonstrate 

this, there is a story that after the campaign in Africa, when 

Hannibal’s father, Hamilcar, was preparing to make a sacrifice, 

Hannibal, being about nine years old, begged him in his 

childish way to take him to Spain. Hamilcar led him to the altar 

and having laid his hand upon the sacred objects, made him 

swear that when he was old enough, he would be an enemy of 

the Roman people.

Hamilcar’s early death in 220BC before Hannibal was old enough to take command, meant that his 
son-in-law, Hasdrubal took over and pursued a policy of peaceful, negotiated expansion. However, 
this did not save him from an early and violent death and Hannibal was the army’s choice as 
successor. Years before, Hannibal, when still quite young was, at Hasdrubal’s command, 
summoned to join the army in Spain.

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From the beginning of his command, Hannibal behaved as though he had orders to make war on Rome. 
By 218 the Carthaginians controlled the land up to the Ebro river -all except Saguntum, an ally of Rome. 
Hannibal’s siege and brutal sack of the city showed the Romans that he meant business. 
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Section C 
 
Hannibal marched his army to the Ebro River and the coast. 

There, the story goes, in a dream he saw a young man of 

godlike appearance, who told him he had been sent by 

Jupiter to guide him to Italy and that he should follow him and 

never take his eyes off him. At first he was afraid but did not 

look left or right nor behind as he followed; then with natural 

human curiosity, since he had been forbidden to look back, 

he was unable to control his eyes. He saw, behind him, a 

snake of amazing size, bringing dreadful destruction to trees 

and bushes, and a storm-cloud with a thunderclap. He asked 

what the monster was and what it meant and learnt that it 

showed the destruction of Italy: he was told to proceed 

onwards and not enquire further but to allow fate to remain in 

darkness. 
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Meanwhile Cornelius Scipio had sailed with an army to Massilia (Marseilles) unaware, 
until he reached there, that Hannibal had begun to cross the river Rhône with his army. 
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Section D 
I believe various methods were used for transporting the 

elephants across the river; there are certainly different accounts 

of how it was done. One account tells us that the elephants were 

gathered at the riverbank and one of them, the most ferocious, 

was goaded by his driver to pursue him into the river as he swam 

off, so that the rest of the herd followed, where the force of the 

current carried them to the further bank, as each one in terror 

lost their footing in the deep water. It is more generally agreed 

that they were carried across on rafts. This would seem to be 

the safer option and easier to believe. A raft 200 feet long and 

50 feet wide was constructed and launched onto the river where 

it was tethered to the bank by several strong cables to prevent 

it being carried downstream. It was then covered with earth like 

a bridge so that the beasts would happily walk on it as on firm 

ground. Another raft, equally wide, was constructed, but of 100 

feet in length, which was suitable for towing across the river, and 

was attached to the first raft. Some of the elephants, led by the 

females, were driven onto the raft and it was detached from the 

larger raft before being dragged across the river by light craft. 

The operation was repeated. They did not seem to be afraid 

while they were being driven onto the raft, but they showed fear 

when the raft was cast off and was carried into mid-stream. 

Those on the edge backed away, making the others afraid, until 

their terror itself quietened them as they looked at the water. 

Some of them panicked and fell into the river, but stabilised by 

their weight, and having thrown off their riders, they felt their way 

to shallow waters and made it to shore.

Then they came to a much narrower cliff, so nearly 

perpendicular that a lightly armed soldier feeling his way with 

his hands and holding onto bushes and stumps which stuck 

out, could scarcely have got himself down it. The ground was 

naturally steep before, but a recent landslide had snatched it 

away to a drop of nearly 1,000 feet. There the cavalry halted 

as though they had come to the end of the road, and it was 

reported to Hannibal that the cliff was impassable. He set off to 

look at the place himself. After inspection, there was no doubt 

that the column would have to march around it over trackless 

and untrodden routes even if it was a long detour; but that way 

too was difficult, for above the old, unmelted snow was a new 

layer of moderate depth and soft; the infantry in the front found 

the going easy, but when it had been trampled down by so 

many men and beasts, they began to advance through the 

bare and liquid slush of melting snow underneath. It was a 

dreadful struggle on a road slippery with ice, not affording a 

foothold  and on a downward slope making their feet slide from 

under them more quickly; when a man tried to help himself 

stand up by hands or by knees, he tumbled down again, nor 

were there stumps or roots by which a man could pull himself 

up by foot or hand; and so, they rolled about on what was 

nothing but smooth ice and melting snow. The pack animals 

sometimes cut through the deep snow as they went and fell 

more heavily, kicking up their hooves in their struggles to rise, 

and they would break through it, so that as often as not they 

were held as in a trap, in hard, deep-frozen snow.
